GENERAL DESCRIPTION OF THE UNIVERSITY OF MARIBOR 
 
Maribor, the seat of one of the three Slovene universities, was first mentioned in historical documents as a town as early as 
the year 1257. The beginnings of higher education in Maribor are closely connected to Anton Martin Slomġek, the bishop of 
the Lavantine diocese in St. Andraģ in Carinthia. The bishop moved the seat of the diocese to Maribor in 1859 and opened a 
new seminary and religious school in the city. This was the first institution of higher education in Maribor and a forerunner of 
the present day university. 
 
The first institution of the present-day university (the Faculty of Theology does not form a part of the University of Maribor) 
was the School of Economics and Commerce, which was founded in 1959 and offered a two-year programme of study.  
 
In 1961 the Association of Institutions of Higher Education in Maribor was formed. The organizational model of the 
Association and its relations with the faculties and its institutions was similar to the traditional model of university 
organization. After the individual schools developed into faculties, it was only a matter of time before the Association of 
Institutions of Higher Education became a university. The Assembly of the Socialist Republic of Slovenia confirmed the 
university status of the institutions of higher education in Maribor in 1975.

Not all of the faculties are located in Maribor. The Faculty of Agriculture and Life Sciences is located in Hoļe, the Faculty of 
Organizational Sciences is located in Kranj, the Faculty of Criminal Justice and Security in Ljubljana, the Faculty of Logistics 
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in Celje and Krġko and the Faculty of Energetics in Krġko and Velenje. The rest of the faculties are spread all over the city of 
Maribor. 
 
The University co-operates with various institutions of higher education and academic associations throughout the world in 
different research fields developed by its faculty members. Co-operation encompasses numerous activities ranging from 
study visits to joint research projects. The University of Maribor is active in various networks, and multilateral programmes of 
co-operation, including  Lifelong Learning Programme, TEMPUS, CEEPUS and the 7th Framework programme. 
 
Courses of study offered by the University of Maribor and its member faculties are degree study programmes leading to the 
award of diplomas and credential programmes leading to the award of certificates. Degree study programmes can be 
undergraduate, (academic or professionally oriented) ï 1st degree study programmes, or graduate ï 2nd and 3rd degree study 
programmes. The University of Maribor is slowly concluding adapting its study programmes according to the requirements of 
the Bologna Declaration. Adapted are all 1st  degree study programmes and partially also 2nd degree study programmes. In 
the academic year 2009/2010 the  
University of Maribor is enrolling only students in Bologna study programmes, some faculties are still carrying out last 
semesters of non-Bologna study programmes (old academic and professionally oriented study programmes, Mastersô and 
PhD). Study programmes are offered by the faculties as full time or part time studies. In the academic year 2008/2009 we 
have 20.786 undergraduate and 2.641 post graduate students at the University of Maribor. 
 
Candidates are advised to gather information about study programme requirements from the faculties before enrollment.

The recognition of international study achievements is regulated by the Lisbon 
convention, which was ratified by an Act on the Ratification of this Convention (RS MP 14/91). Concrete provisions regarding 
these matters are also adopted in the Statute of the University of Maribor and several executive provisions.

The present-day Faculty of Electrical Engineering and Computer Science (FERI in short) has its roots in the two-year Junior 
Technical School that was founded in 1959 on the initiative of Maribor's economic organisations and technical associations. 
At that time the town of Maribor was Slovenia's most developed industrial centre and so the need for skilled specialists with a 
university education was very strong. The two-year Junior Technical School situated in this industrial environment easily and 
rapidly satisfied that need. The developed industry helped the school with high-qualified research workers who gained 
various practical experiences. 
 
The two-year Junior Technical School in 1973 changed into a four-year Technical School and later in 1985 became Faculty 
of Technical Sciences. At the beginning there was a single programme of electrical engineering with two options at the 
Department of Electrical Engineering, namely the option of low-tension current and power-current. With the introduction of 
the four-year study of electrical engineering, the course of automation was added and later in 1984 also the programme of 
computer science and information technology. During the 80s the political and general enthusiasm focused on poly-central 
development of the research and educational activity and thus decisively influenced the development of their research 
workers at the university and in the industry. We have strengthened our co-operation with foreign universities and 
institutions. Such activities have enabled our students to work on the level of world quality.  
 
The interdisciplinary study programme of industrial engineering ï option electrical engineering was introduced in co-
operation with the Faculty of Economics and Business in 1993. 
 
On the basis of the new university law we suggested that the institution be transformed into four different faculties in order to 
become more successful and effective. This proposition was made in the jubilee year during the 35th anniversary of the 
Faculty of Technical Sciences. Consequently, the Slovene parliament adopted the Act of Reformation of the University of 
Maribor on 21st December, 1994, transforming the Department of Electrical Engineering, Computer Science and Information 
Technology of Maribor's Faculty of Technical Sciences into the Faculty of Electrical Engineering and Computer Science ï  
FERI. In the 2005/206 we started with the academic study of telecommunications and a year later with the academic study of 
media communications.  
 
We started with the first level Bologna Study Programmes in the 2007/2008 study year. 
 
In the years of its development, FERI gradually extended its activities to the various fields of science. Professors and other 
teaching staff as well as many prosperous students are involved in numerous international and national research and 
research & development projects. Their research results are published in annual reports on research activities.
